 National requirement at the end of Year 1 in 
June.

 Not a formal test

 A way to check that children are making 
sufficient progress with their phonics skills 
to read words to help make them a fluent 
reader.



 It checks that your child can:

◦ Sound out and blend graphemes in order to read 
simple words.

◦ Read phonically decodable one-syllable and two-
syllable words, e.g. cat, sand, windmill.

◦ Read a selection of nonsense words which are 
referred to as pseudo words.



 Teacher assessment based on child's work for 
reading, writing and maths

 Completed by the end of May

 Formal tests are only used to help evidence 
children's achievement



 Read with them and record in their diaries
